CAPITAL PUNISHMENT: FOR AND AGAINST

Capital punishment used to be a major deterrent. It made the violent robber think twice
before pulling the trigger. It gave the cold-blooded poisoner something to ponder about while he
was shaking up or serving his arsenic cocktail. It prevented unarmed policemen from being
mowed down while pursuing their duty by killers armed with automatic weapons. Above all, it
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protected the most vulnerable members of society, young children, from brutal sex-maniacs. It is
horrifying to think that the criminal can literally get away with murder. We all know that 'life
sentence' does not mean what it says. After ten years or so of 'good conduct’, the most desperate
villain is free to return to society where he will live very comfortably, thank you, on the proceeds
of his crime, or he will go on committing offences until he is caught again. People are always
willing to hold liberal views at the expense of others. It's always fashionable to pose as the de-
fender of the underdog, so long as you, personally, remain unaffected. Did the defenders of
crime, one wonders, in their desire for fair-play, consult the victims before they suspended capi-
tal punishment? Hardly ever. You see, they couldn't, because all the victims were dead.

Card 2

"Let the Body Be Brought..."

In Britain, the United States and many other English-speaking countries, the law of Ha-
beas Corpus guarantees that nobody can be held in prison without trial. Habeas Corpus became a
law because of a wild party held in 1621 at the London home of a notoriously rowdy lady, Alice
Robinson. When a constable appeared and asked her and her guests to quiet down, Mrs. Robin-
son allegedly swore at him so violently that he arrested her, and a local justice of the peace
committed her to jail.

When she was finally brought to trial, Mrs. Robinson's story of her treatment in prison
caused an outcry. She had been put on a punishment diet of bread and water, forced to sleep on
the bare earth, stripped, and given 50 lashes. Such treatment was barbaric even by the harsh
standards of the time; what made it worse was that Mrs. Robinson was pregnant.

Public anger was so great that she was acquitted, the constable who had arrested her
without a warrant was himself sent to prison, and the justice of the peace was severely repri-
manded. And the case, along with other similar cases, led to the passing of the Habeas Corpus
Act in Britain in 1679.

Card 3

THE CAUSES OF CRIME (1)

Since the 18th century, various scientific theories have been advanced to explain crime.
One of the first efforts to explain crime on scientific, rather than theological, grounds was made
at the end of the 18th century by the German physician and anatomist Franz Joseph Gall, who
tried to establish relationships between skull structure and criminal proclivities. This theory,
popular during the 19th century, is now discredited and has been abandoned. A more sophisticat-
ed theory — a biological one — was developed late in the 19 century by the Italian criminologist
Cesare Lombroso, who asserted that crimes were committed by persons who were born with cer-
tain recognizable hereditary physical traits. Lombroso's theory was disproved early in the 20 cen-
tury by the British criminologist Charles Goring. Goring’s comparative study of jailed criminals
and law-abiding persons established that so-called criminal types, with innate dispositions to
crime, do not exist. Recent scientific studies have tended to confirm Goring's findings. Some in-
vestigators still hold, however, that specific abnormalities of the brain and of the endocrine sys-
tem contribute to a person’s inclination toward criminal activity.

Card 4

CAPITAL PUNISHMENT: HISTORY (1)

Efforts to abolish the death penalty did not gather momentum until the end of the 18th
century. In Europe, a short treatise, On Crimes and Punishments, by the Italian jurist Cesare
Beccaria, inspired influential thinkers such as the French philosopher Voltaire to oppose torture,
flogging, and the death penalty.

The abolition of capital punishment in England in November 1965 was welcomed by
most people with humane and progressive ideas. To them it seemed a departure from feudalism,
from the cruel pre-Christian spirit of revenge: an eye for an eye and a tooth for a tooth. Many of
these people think differently now. Since the abolition of capital punishment crime, and especial-
ly murder, has been on increase throughout Britain. Today, therefore, public opinion in Britain
has changed. People , also in Parliament, who before stated that capital punishment was not a
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deterrent to murder, because there have always been murders in all countries with or without the
law of execution, now feel that killing the assassin is the lesser of two evils. Capital punishment,
they think, may not be the ideal answer, but it is better than nothing, especially when, as in Eng-
land, a sentence of life imprisonment only lasts eight or nine years.

Card 5

CRIME OF PASSION

Bernard Lewis, a thirty-six-old man, while preparing dinner became involved in an ar-
gument with his drunken wife. In a fit of a rage Lewis, using the kitchen knife with which he had
been preparing the meal, stabbed and killed his wife. He immediately called for assistance, and
readily confessed when the first patrolman appeared on the scene with the ambulance attendant.
He pleaded guilty to manslaughter. The probation department's investigation indicated that Lew-
is was a rigid individual who never drank, worked regularly, and had no previous criminal rec-
ord. His thirty-year-old deceased wife, and mother of three children, was a 'fine girl' when sober
but was frequently drunk and on a number of occasions when intoxicated had left their small
children unattended. After due consideration of the background of the offence and especially of
the plight of the three motherless youngsters, the judge placed Lewis on probation so that he
could work, support and take care of the children. On probation Lewis adjusted well, worked
regularly, appeared to be devoted to the children, and a few years later was discharged as 'im-
proved' from probation.

Card 6

CAPITAL PUNISHMENT: HISTORY (I1)

Capital punishment is a legal infliction of the death penalty, in modern law, corporal pun-
ishment in its most severe form. The usual alternative to the death penalty is long-term or life
imprisonment.

The earliest historical records contain evidence of capital punishment. It was mentioned
in the Code of Hammurabi. The Bible prescribed death as the penalty for more than 30 different
crimes, ranging from murder to fornication. The Draconian Code of ancient Greece imposed cap-
ital punishment for every offence.

In England, during the reign of William the Conqueror, the death penalty was not used,
although the results of interrogation and torture were often fatal. By the end of the 15th century
English law recognized six major crimes: treason, murder, larceny, burglary, rape, and arson. By
1800, more than 200 capital crimes were recognized, and as a result, 1000 or more persons were
sentenced to death each year (although most sentences were commuted by royal pardon). In early
American colonies the death penalty was commonly authorized for a wide variety of crimes.
Blacks, whether slave or free, were threatened with death for many crimes that were punished
less severely when committed by whites.

Card 7

TREATMENT OF CRIMINALS (1)

Various correctional approaches developed in the wake of causation theories. The old
theological and moralistic theories encouraged punishment as retribution by society for evil. This
attitude, indeed, still exists. The 19th-century British jurist and philosopher Jeremy Bentham
tried to make the punishment more precisely fit the crime. Bentham believed that pleasure could
be measured against pain in all areas of human choice and conduct and that human happiness
could be attained through such hedonic calculus. He argued that criminals would be deterred
from crime if they knew, specifically, the suffering they would experience if caught. Bentham
therefore urged definite, inflexible penalties for each class of crime, the pain of the penalty
would outweigh only slightly the pleasure of success in crime; it would exceed it sufficiently to
act as a deterrent, but not so much as to amount to wanton cruelty. This so-called calculus of
pleasures and pains was based on psychological postulates no longer accepted.

Card 8

THE BILL OF RIGHTS

The Bill of Rights provided the foundation on which the government rested after the
Revolution of 1688. The Revolution settlement made monarchy clearly conditional on the will of
Parliament and provided a freedom from arbitrary government of which most Englishmen were
notably proud during the 18th century.

The main purpose of the act was unequivocally to declare illegal various practices of
James Il. Among such practices proscribed were the royal prerogative of dispensing with the law
in certain cases, the complete suspension of laws without the consent of Parliament, and the
levying of taxes and the maintenance of a standing army in peacetime without specific parlia-
mentary authorization. A number of clauses sought to eliminate royal interference in parliamen-
tary matters, stressing that elections must be free and that members of Parliament must have
complete freedom of speech. Certain forms of interference in the course of justice were also pro-
scribed. The act also dealt with the proximate succession to the throne, provided the heirs were
Protestants. It is the constitutional paper of great importance, which prevented the sovereign
from abusing his authority.

Card 9

TREATMENT OF CRIMINALS (I1)

The modern approach to the treatment of criminals owes most to psychiatric and case-
study methods. Much continues to be learned from offenders who have been placed on probation
or parole and whose behavior, both in and out of prison, has been studied intensively. The con-
temporary scientific attitude is that criminals are individual personalities and that their rehabilita-
tion can be brought about only through individual treatment. Increased juvenile crime has
aroused public concern and has stimulated study of the emotional disturbances that foster delin-
quency. This growing understanding of delinquency has contributed to the understanding of
criminals of all ages.

During recent years, crime has been under attack from many directions. The treatment
and rehabilitation of criminals has improved in many areas. The emotional problems of convicts
have been studied and efforts have been made to help such offenders. Much, however, remains
to be done. Parole boards have engaged persons trained in psychology and social work to help
convicts on parole or probation to adjust to society. Various states have agencies with programs
of reform and rehabilitation for both adult and juvenile offenders.

Card 10

CRIMINOLOGY

The science of criminology has two basic objectives: to determine the causes, whether
personal or social, of criminal behavior and to evolve valid principles for the social control of
crime. In pursuing these objectives, criminology draws on the findings of biology, psychology,
psychiatry, sociology, anthropology, and related fields.

Criminologists commonly use several research techniques, the collection and interpreta-
tion of statistics is generally the initial step in research. The case study, often used by psycholo-
gists, concentrates on an individual or a group. The typological method involves classifying of-
fences, criminals, or criminal areas according o various criteria. Sociological research, which
may involve many different techniques, is used in criminology to study groups, subcultures, and
gangs as well RS rates and kinds of crime within geographic areas.

Criminology has many practical applications. Its findings can give lawyers, judges, and
prison officials a better understanding at criminals, which may lead to more effective treatment.
Criminological research can be used by legislators and in the reform of laws and of penal institu-
tions.

Crime Prevention

In the past four years the Government has placed greater emphasis on crime prevention.
Some 12 government departments have been brought together in a ministerial group to deal with
crime prevention strategies. These include efforts to improve security on housing estates; to en-
sure that architects, planners and designers make new dwellings less easy to burgle; and to un-
derstand the root causes of crime. The Government is also seeking action by the European
Community to encourage car manufacturers to design their products in such a way as to make it
difficult for criminals to steal vehicles or their contents.

In 1986 five local projects were set up with support from the Home Office to see how
crime and the fear of crime could be reduced through coordinated action by local government,
private businesses, the police and voluntary agencies. As part of the Government's safer cities
program, these successful projects are being extended on the same basis to some other urban are-
as. The establishment of local crime prevention panels has been encouraged and there are nearly
56,000 neighborhood watch-schemes, some of them have succeeded in reducing crimes such as
burglary. In 1988 Crime Concern, a national independent voluntary body, was formed to support
local crime prevention activity and to promote best practices in it.

In Northern Ireland there is separate, statutory provision in certain circumstances for
compensation from public funds for criminal injuries, and for malicious damage to property in-
cluding the resulting losses of profits.

Card 2

Criminal Injuries Compensation

The Criminal Injuries Compensation Scheme provides compensation to victims of violent
crimes (including violence within the family), to people hurt while trying to arrest offenders and
prevent offences and to those bereaved as a result of violence. Compensation is assessed on the
basis of common law damages and usually takes the form of a lump-sum payment. In 1986-87
just fewer than 29,600 cases were resolved by the Criminal Injuries Compensation Board and
over, 148 million was paid in compensation. Under the Criminal Justice Act 1988 the courts'
powers to make compensation orders are to be extended and the Criminal Injuries Compensation
Scheme will be established on a statutory basis: this means that victims of violent crime will be
entitled - for the first time - to compensation as of right.

In Northern Ireland there is separate, statutory provision in certain circumstances for
compensation from public funds for criminal injuries, and for malicious damage to property in-
cluding the resulting losses of profits.

There has been a rapid growth in the number of locally run victim support schemes,
which offer practical help to the victims of crime on a voluntary basis. The Government provides
financial assistance, both to local schemes and to a national association.
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In 1986 fine local projects were set up with support from the Home Office to see how
crime and the fear of crime could be reduced through coordinated action by local government,
private businesses, the police and voluntary agencies.

Card 3

Measures to Combat Terrorism

The security forces in Northern Ireland are subject to the law and can be prosecuted for
criminal offences. An independent commission deals with complaints made against police offic-
ers.

The Criminal Jurisdiction Act 1975 makes it possible to try in Northern Ireland a person
accused of certain offences committed in the Irish Republic. It also enables evidence to BE ob-
tained in Northern Ireland for the trial of offences in the Irish Republic. Reciprocal legislation is
in force in the Irish Republic. One of the aims of the Anglo-Irish Agreement signed in November
1985 is to improve security cooperation in combating terrorism. The accession of the Irish Gov-
ernment to the European Convention on the Suppression of Terrorism in 1986 is expected to in-
crease the prospects of securing extradition from the Republic of people accused or convicted of
terrorist crimes in Britain.

Britain attaches importance to international action to combat terrorism and plays an ac-
tive part in the work of a group of European Community ministers which facilitates the confiden-
tial exchange of information and intelligence about terrorism affecting member countries. Britain
believes that there should be no concessions to terrorist demands and that international coopera-
tion should take place on tracking down and arresting terrorists and on impeding the movement
of international terrorists from one country to another.

Card 4

Central Authorities

The Home Secretary and the Secretaries of State for Scotland and Northern Ireland ap-
prove the appointment of chief, deputy and assistant chief constables, and may require a police
authority to retire a chief constable in the interests of efficiency, call for a report from a chief
constable on matters relating to local policing or institute a local inquiry. They can make regula-
tions covering such matters as police ranks, qualifications for appointment, promotion and re-
tirement, discipline, hours of duty, leave, pay, allowances and uniform. Some of these regula-
tions are first negotiable within the Police Negotiating Board for the United Kingdom, which has
an independent chairman and representatives of the police authorities, police staff associations
and the home departments. Matters of a non-negotiable kind and general questions are discussed
by the Police Advisory Boards.

All police forces (except the Metropolitan Police Force, for which the Home Secretary is
directly responsible) are subject to inspection by inspectors of constabulary reporting to the ap-
propriate Secretary of State. Inspectors maintain close touch with the forces they inspect and
have advisory functions.

Each of Britain’s 52 police forces is responsible for law enforcement in its area, but there
IS constant cooperation among them.

Outside London most counties (regions in Scotland) have their own police forces, though
in the interests of efficiency several have combined forces. The policing of London is in the
hands of the Metropolitan Police Force, with headquarters at New Scotland Yard, and the City of
London force.

Card 5

Charging

As soon as there is a sufficient evidence to charge a person, the police must decide on an
appropriate method of dealing with him or her. As an alternative to charging immediately, they
can, for example, decide to defer charging, to caution, to deal with the matter by summons or to
take no farther action and release the person with or without bail. When an immediate charge is
appropriate, the person may continue to be held in custody if the name or address furnished is
considered suspect. If there are grounds for believing that detention is necessary to prevent harm
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to people or property, or if there is a risk that the person would otherwise fail to appear in court,
the immediate charge could be interfered by the administration of justice. When no such consid-
erations apply, the person must be released with or without bail depending on the circumstances
of the case. When a person is detained after charge, there is a provision in the Act for him or her
to be brought before a Magistrates' court quickly. This will usually be no later than the following
day.

Under the Prosecution of Offences Act 1985 there is a provision for statutory time limits
on the period from arrest to the beginning of a trial in England and Wales. Time limits are in
force in 13 English counties and throughout Wales and are to be phased in elsewhere with the
aim of their being in force throughout England by the end of 1990. The limits are 56 days from
first appearance before Magistrates to summary trial or 70 days to committal for trial in the
Crown Court. The limit is 112 days from committal to taking of the plea in the case of the Crown
Court.

Card 6

Magistrates' Courts

Every person charged with an offence is summoned to appear before a local Magistrates'
court, which may impose a fine up to a general of 2,000 or twelve months' imprisonment, though
for some specified offences the laws prescribe maximum penalties below these limits. With 98
per cent of cases the Magistrates on the bench decide on guilt or innocence, and if necessary,
what penalty to impose. With more serious cases the Magistrates can decide only to send them
for trial in a Crown Court. A person accused before a Magistrates' court may demand to be sent
for trial before a Crown Court in some of the more serious cases, with which, in general, the
magistrates could have dealt themselves.

A Magistrates' court normally consists of three Justices of the Peace. The JPs are ordinary
but worthy citizens who have been appointed to their positions by the Lord Chancellor on the
advice of local appointing committees. JPs have no formal qualifications. They are chosen mere-
ly for their good reputation, often with the support of political parties or approved voluntary bod-
ies. Once appointed, they are expected to attend courses of instruction about their work. There
are 28,000 JPs in England. Each of them works in the court on about 30-50 days a year. Magis-
trates must as a rule sit in open court to which the public and the media are admitted. A court
normally consists of three lay Magistrates known as justices of the peace. They are advised on
points of law and procedures by a legally qualified clerk or a qualified assistant.

Card 7

Appeals

A person convicted by a magistrates’ court may appeal to the Crown Court against the
sentence imposed if he has pleaded guilty; or against the conviction or sentence imposed if he
has not pleaded guilty. Where the appeal is on a point or procedure of law, either the prosecutor
or the defendant may appeal from the Magistrates' court to the High Court. Appeals from the
Crown Court, either against conviction or against sentence, are made to the Court of Appeal
(Criminal Division). The House of Lords is the final appeal court for all cases, from either the
High Court or the Court of Appeal. Before a case can go to the Lords, the court hearing the pre-
vious appeal must certify that it involves a point of law of general public importance and either
that court or the Lords must grant leave for the appeal to be beard. The nine Lords of Appeal are
the judges who deal with Lords appeals.

The Attorney-General may seek the opinion of the Court of Appeal on a point of law
which has arisen in a case where a person tried on indictment is acquitted. The court has power
to refer the point to the House of Lords. Under a provision of the Criminal Justice Act 1988,
which has not yet been implemented, the Attorney-General would be empowered, where he con-
sidered that a sentence passed by the Crown Court was over-lenient, to refer the case to the Court
of Appeal, which would be able, if it thought fit, to increase the sentence within the statutory
maximum laid down by Parliament for the offence.
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Card 8

Courts in Scotland

In Scotland the High Court of Judiciary tries such crimes as murder, treason and rape.
The Sheriff Court is concerned with less serious offences and the District Court with minor of-
fences. Criminal cases are heard either under solemn procedure, when proceedings are taken on
indictment and the judge sits with a jury of 15 members, or under summary procedure, when the
judge sits without a jury. AH cases in the High Court and the more serious ones in Sheriff Courts
are tried by a judge and jury. Summary procedure is used in the less serious cases in the Sheriff
Courts, and in all cases in the District Courts. District Courts are the administrative responsibility
of the district and the islands local government authorities. The judges are lay Justices of the
Peace and the local authorities may appoint up to one quarter of their elected members to be ex-
officio justices. In Glasgow there are four stipendiary Magistrates who are full-time salaried
lawyers and have equivalent criminal jurisdiction to a sheriff sitting under summary procedure.
Children under 16 who have committed an offence or are, for other reasons specified in statute,
considered to need compulsory care may be brought before a children's hearing comprising three
members of the local community. All appeals are dealt with by the High Court in Edinburgh. In
both solemn and summary procedure, an appeal may be brought against conviction, or sentence,
or both. The Court may authorize a retrial if it sets aside a conviction.

Card 9

Coroner's Courts

Coroners investigate violent and unnatural deaths or sudden deaths where the cause is
unknown. Deaths may be reported to the local coroner (who is either medically or legally quali-
fied, or both) by doctors, the police, the registrar, various public authorities or members of the
public. If the death is sudden and the cause is unknown, the coroner need not hold an inquest.
After a postmortem examination has been made, he or she is satisfied that the death was due to
natural causes. Where there is reason to believe that the deceased died a violent or unnatural
death or died in prison or in other specified circumstances, the coroner must hold an inquest. It is
the duty of the coroner's court to establish how, when and where the deceased died. A coroner
may sit alone, or in certain circumstances, with a jury. In Scotland the local procurator inquires
privately into all sudden and suspicious deaths and may report the findings to the Crown Office.
In a minority of cases a fatal accident inquiry may be held before the Sheriff. For certain catego-
ries (such as deaths in custody) a fatal accident inquiry is mandatory. In addition, the Lord Ad-
vocate has discretion to instruct an inquiry in the public interest in cases where the circumstances
give rise to public concern.

In summary proceedings the prosecutor may appeal on a point of law against acquittal or
sentence. The Lord Advocate may seek the opinion of the High Court on a point of law which
has arisen in a case where a person tried on indictment is acquitted. The acquittal in the original
case is not affected.
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Card 10

Scotland

In Scotland the age of criminal responsibility is eight years but prosecution of children
under the age of 16 years in court is rare and can take place only as instructed by the Lord Advo-
cate. Court proceedings normally take place only where the offence is of serious nature, or where
a child is prosecuted together with an adult. Instead, children under 16 (or in certain circum-
stances those aged between 16 and 18 if subject to a supervision requirement) who have commit-
ted an offence or are considered to be in need of care and protection may be brought before a
children's hearing. The hearing, which consists of three lay people drawn from a panel for each
region or islands area, determines in an informal setting whether compulsory measures of care
are required and, if so, the form they should take. An official ‘reporter’ decides whether a child
should come before a hearing. If the grounds for referral are not accepted by the child or parents,
or if for any reason the child is not capable of understanding the explanation of the grounds, the
case goes to the Sheriff for proof. If he finds the grounds established, the Sheriff remits the case
to the ‘reporter’ to arrange a hearing. The Sheriff also decides appeals against any decision of a
children's hearing.

In Scotland the High Court of Judiciary tries such crimes as murder, treason and rape.
The Sheriff Court is concerned with less serious offences and the District Court with minor of-
fences.

Card 11

Civil Courts in Scotland

The main Civil Courts are the Sheriff Courts and the Court of Session. The civil jurisdic-
tion of the Sheriff Court extends to most kinds of action and is normally unlimited by the value
of the case. Much of the work is done by the Sheriff, against whose decisions an appeal may be
made to the Sheriff Principal or directly to the Court of Session.

The Court of Session sits only in Edinburgh, and in general has jurisdiction to deal with
all kinds of action. The main exception is an action exclusive to the Sheriff Court, where the val-
ue claimed is less than a set amount. It is divided into two parts: the Outer House, a court of first
instance, and the Inner House, mainly an appeal court. The Inner House is divided into two divi-
sions of equal status, each consisting of four judges. The first division is presided by the Lord
President and the second division is presided by the Lord Justice Clerk. Appeals to the Inner
House may be made from the Outer House and from the Sheriff Court. From the Inner House an
appeal may go to the House of Lords. The judges of the Court of Session are the same as those of
the High Court of Judiciary. The Lord President of the Court of Session holds the office of Lord
Justice General in the High Court of Judiciary.

The Scottish Land Court is a special court, which deals exclusively with matters concern-
ing agriculture. Its chairman has the status and tenure of a judge of the Court of Session and its
other members are lay specialists in agriculture.

Card 12

Police Technology in the USA

Requests for police services are generally transmitted to headquarters by telephone and
then by radio to officers in the field. Police have long operated on the theory that fast response
time results in more arrests and less risk or injury to victims. The current trend is toward han-
dling calls by priority, with emergency response reserved for cases involving an injured parry or
those in which a reasonable chance exists to prevent a crime or make an arrest at the scene.
Modern computer-assisted dispatching systems permit automatic selection of the nearest officer
in service. In some cities, officers can receive messages displayed on computer terminals in their
cars, without voice communication from headquarters. An officer, for example, can key in the
license number of a suspect car and receive an immediate response from the computer as to the
status of the car and the owner's identity.
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An increasing number of agencies are now using computers to link crime patterns with
certain suspects. Fingerprints found at crime scenes can be electronically compared with finger-
print files.

In recent years technological advances have been made in such areas as voice identifica-
tion, use of the scanning electron microscope, and blood testing which is an important tool be-
cause only 2 persons in 70,000 have identical blood characteristics. Some of the new laboratory
techniques, although highly effective, are extremely expensive, so their use is limited to the most
challenging cases.

Card 13

Prisoners' Rights

The idea that a prisoner has rights that may be protected by actions in the courts has been
developed in Europe and the United States. In England, in the absence of a written constitution,
prisoners resorting to the courts have relied on the general principles of administrative law,
which require fair procedures by disciplinary bodies. Although many actions brought by prison-
ers have been unsuccessful, prison disciplinary procedures have been improved as a result of
such litigation.

In the U.S. actions brought under the provisions of the U.S. Constitution (notably the
Eighth and the Fourteenth amendments) establish that prisoners are entitled to the protection of
the Constitution. Early U.S. court decisions ruled that prisoners had forfeited all of the rights en-
joyed by free citizens. Eventually, the courts recognized certain rights and legal remedies availa-
ble to prisoners, who may now file their own suits, have direct access to the federal courts, and
file writs of Habeas Corpus and mandamus. Under Habeas Corpus the prisoner may request re-
lease, transfer, or another remedy for some aspect of confinement. Mandamus is a command is-
sue by a court directing a prison administrator to carry out a legal responsibility, to provide a
sick prisoner with medical care, for example, or to restore to the prisoner rights that have been
illegally denied. Prisoners have sought remedies for many problems, including relief from unrea-
sonable searches, release from solitary confinement, and the procuring of withheld mail. Recent
decisions have indicated, however, that the courts are now willing to limit legal writs by prison-
ers in deference to the security requirements of the prison.

Card 14

ALTERNATIVES TO PRISON

Fine

The most common penalty, fine, avoids the disadvantage of many other forms of sen-
tence. It is inexpensive to administer and does not normally have the side effects, such as social
stigma and loss of job that may follow imprisonment However, there are dangers that the imposi-
tion of financial penalties may result in more affluent offenders receiving penalties that they can
easily discharge, while less affluent offenders are placed under burdens that they cannot sustain.

Probation

At present in the United Kingdom the number of offenders subject to supervision in the
community considerably exceeds the number in custody. The purpose of probation is to protect
society by the rehabilitation of the offender, who continues to live a normal life in the communi-
ty while subject to the supervision of a probation officer. There are many ways of dealing with
offenders that do not involve the payment of money. One is probation, a system that takes many
different forms in different jurisdictions. However, that essentially involves the suspension of
sentence on the offender subject to the condition that he is supervised while living in the com-
munity by a probation officer and possibly agrees to comply with such other requirements as the
court may think appropriate. Usually, if the offender complies with the probation order and
commits no further offence while it is in force, no other penalty is imposed. If he breaks the re-
quirement of the order or commits another offence, he can be brought back before the court and
punished for the original offence as well as for the later one.

Card 15

Prison
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Young Offenders

In Britain, young offenders are held in reformatories, which are designed for the treat-
ment, training and social rehabilitation of youth. School-age delinquents are kept in residential
training schools, and young offenders between the ages of 16 and 25 who have been convicted of
a criminal act serve in special facilities. The most famous of these is the Borstal institution.

Women prisoners

Women are usually held in smaller prisons with special program recreational opportuni-
ties offered to reflect stereotyped female roles, with emphasis on housekeeping, sewing and typ-
ing skills. Women prisoners do not wear prison uniform and there is a clothing allowance to help
pay for clothes while in prison. Some prisons provide mother and baby units, which enable ba-
bies to remain with the mother where that is found to be in the best interests of the child. In addi-
tion to the usual visiting arrangement several prisons allow extended visits to enable women to
spend the whole day with their children in an informal atmosphere.

Life-sentence prisoners

Since capital punishment has been abolished in Britain, the severest penalty for the atro-
cious crimes, such as murder, is life imprisonment. Those serving life sentences for the murder
of police and prison officers, terrorist murders, murder by firearms in the cause of robbery and
the sexual or sadistic murder of children are normally detained for at least twenty years. Life sen-
tences for offences other than murders can be reduced up to nine years.

On release, all life-sentence prisoners on license for the rest of their lives and are subject
to recall should their behavior suggest that they might again be a danger to the public.

Ne 1

Das Biirgerliche Gesetzbuch vom 18.8.1896, in Kraft getreten am 1.1.1900, bildet die Grundlage
des gesamten deutschen Privatrechts. Das BGB enthélt 2385 Paragraphen in 5 Biichern: 1 Allge-
meiner Teil, 11 Recht der Schuldverhiltnisse, 111 Sachenrecht, 1 V Familienrecht, V Erbrecht.
Der Allgemeine Teil enthélt die Vorschriften, die fiir alle {ibrigen Biicher des BGB gelten. Im
ersten Buch geht es vor allem um Normen iiber Personen (natiirliche und juristische), Sachen
(bewegliche und unbewegliche) und Rechtsgeschéfte.

Das Schuldrecht behandelt die Schuldverhiltnisse. Das sind Sonderverbindungen zwischen
einzelnen Personen (Schuldner und Glaubiger). Solche Verbindungen konnen auf Vertrag (z.B.
beim Schadenersatz) beruhen.

Das Sachenrecht ordnet die Beziehung einer Person zu einer Sache. Es enthdlt Regeln {iber die
tatsdchliche Sachherrschaft (Besitz), die rechtliche Sachherrschaft (Eigentum) sowie beschrankte
dingliche Rechte (z.B. Hypothek, Grundschuld, Pfandrecht).

Das Familienrecht bringt Normen iiber die familidren Beziehungen (Ehe, Verwandschaft) sowie
Vormundschaft und Pflegschaft.

Das Erbrecht regelt die vermogensrechtlichen Folgen des Todes eines Menschen. Da der Mensch
mit seinem Tode aus dem Rechtsleben ausscheidet und dann nicht mehr Trager von Rechten und
Pflichten sein kann, muss bestimmt werden, wer an die Stelle des Verstorbenen tritt und welche
Rechte und Pflichten er hat.

Ne 2

Nicht alle zwischenmenschlichen Beziehungen werden vom Recht geregelt. Das Recht ist von
Sitte und Moral (Sittlichkeit) abzugrenzen.

Unter Sitte versteht man Briduche und Gewohnheiten. Diese konnen in einzelnen Menschengrup-
pen und einzelnen Regionen (z.B. Familie, Dorf, Handel) sehr verschieden sein. Es handelt sich
nicht um rechtlich, sondern gesellschaftlich geforderte Regeln. Es ist Brauch, einen Weihnachts-
baum aufzustellen, Geschenke zu machen oder gemeinsam ein Volksfest zu feiern. Dazu
gehoren auch die Tischsitten, die Kleidersitten und die so genannte ,, Verkehrssitte ", die gewisse
Selbstverstindlichkeiten des Geschéftslebens bezeichnet.

Recht und Sitte haben gemeinsam, dass sie Regeln aufstellen, die ein bestimmtes &ulleres
Verhalten verlangen. Auf eine bestimmte innere Gesinnung kommt es nicht an. Verschieden sind
Recht und Sitte in der Sanktion fiir eine Zuwiderhandlung. Die Befolgung von rechtlichen Ge-
boten und Verboten kann mit Hilfe staatlichen Zwangen erreicht werden. Die Beachtung von
Sitten und Brauchen ist dagegen staatlich nicht durchsetzbar. Die Folge der Missachtung einer
Sitte ist die gesellschaftliche Missachtung, weil eine Anstandsregel verletzt wurde.
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Bei der Moral geht es auch um Verhaltensvorschriften. Recht und Moral unterscheiden sich
jedoch in ihren Zielen .Es gibt z.B. Handlungen, die rechtlich erlaubt, moralisch aber unerlaubt
sind.

Ne 3

Die Versionen

1. Die Versionen sind eine spezielle Form der Hypothese, die der Untersuchungsfiihrer iiber
das zu untersuchende Ereignis, sein  Zustandekommen, seinen Ablauf, seine Ursachen
und Wirkungen, zur Personlichkeit des Téters, seinen Motiven und Zielen, zur Begehungsweise
usw. aufstellt und im Prozess der Untersuchung priift und erginzt oder verwirft und durch andere
Versionen ersetzt. Die Aufstellung von Versionen ist in der Regel kein einmaliger Akt, sondern
ein mehrstufiger Prozess vom Anbeginn der Untersuchung bis zur restlosen Aufklidrung des
Ereignisses.

2. Bei der Aufstellung von Versionen stiitzt sich der Untersuchungsfithrer — auf die
Auswertung  der bisherigen Ermittlungsergebnisse und auf seine eigenen Erfahrungen oder auf
die anderer Untersuchungsfiihrer. Er muss dabei folgende Grundsitze beachten: die
aufgestellten Versionen miissen begriindet sein, d.h. es miissen Fakten oder Anhaltspunkte
vorliegen, die die Versionen rechtfertigen; die Aufstellung von Versionen muss individuell, auf
den  konkreten Fall bezogen, geschehen; die Aufstellung von Versionen muss unvoreinge-
nommen erfolgen, d.h. es sind alle sich aus den Fakten ergebenden Versionen aufzustellen
und zu priifen; die Priifung der einzelnen Versionen muss gleichzeitig (nebeneinander und nicht
nacheinander) erfolgen; einmal aufgestellte Versionen sind konsequent zu tiberpriifen und
konnen erst dann verworfen werden, wenn sie durch Tatsachen widerlegt sind.

Ne 4

Das Privatrecht ordnet die Beziehungen der einzelnen Menschen und der gesellschaftlichen
Grupen zueinander. Die Gesellschaft besteht aus vielfiltigen sozialen und wirtschaftlichen Bezi-
ehungen zwischen den einzelnen oder Gruppen von einzelnen. In diesen Beziehungen stehen
sich haufig gegensidtzliche Wiinsche oder Interessen gegeniiber. Es ergibt sich die Frage, was
eine Person einer anderen gegeniiber tun darf oder von ihr verlangen kann. Was soll zum
Beispiel geschehen, wenn der Kaufer nach der Bezahlung einer gekauften Ware feststellt, daf3
diese fehlerhaft war, der Verkdufer aber behauptet, er habe die Ware in fehlerfreiem Zustand
abgegeben? Haufig werden Vertrdge abgeschlossen, durch die die beteiligten Personen ihre In-
teressen zum Ausgleich bringen wollen. Was aber soll geschehen, wenn es iiber den Inhalt sol-
cher Vereinbarungen zwischen den Vertragspartnern zu Meinungsverschiedenheiten kommt?

Die Antwort auf solche Fragen findet sich in den Regelungen des Privatrechts. Es bestimmt die
rechtlichen Positionen, die fiir das Verhiltnis der Biirger untereinander malB3geblich sein sollen.
Es weist ihnen Berechtigungen zu und legt ihnen Verpflichtungen auf. Es regelt, nach welchen
rechtlichen Grundsitzen Interessenkonflikte gelost werden sollen.

Rechtliche Vorschriften treffen ihre Regelungen nicht fiir einen konkret vorliegenden Einzelfall,
sondern fiir eine bestimmte Anzahl moglicher Fille.

Ne 5

Sozialrecht

Im modernen Sozialstaat spielt auch das Sozialrecht als Teilgebiet des 6ffentlichen Rechts eine
immer gréBere Rolle. Dazu gehdren vor allem das Recht der sozialen Sicherung (Rentenversi-
cherung, Krankenversicherung, Unfallversicherung, Arbeitslosenversicherung), aber auch andere
staatliche Leistungsbereiche (zum Beispiel Arbeitsforderung, Berufsbildungsforderung). In der
Entwicklung des Sozialrechts kommt der Wandel der gesellschaftlichen Lebensverhiltnisse deut-
lich zum Ausdruck. Es dient in besonderer Weise der individuellen Existenzsicherung, der
Forderung und Erhaltung der Arbeitskraft des einzelnen, dem sozialen Ausgleich und der
Umverteilung materieller Giiter. Der Bediirftige hat einen Rechtsanspruch auf soziale Hilfe,
gleichgiiltig, ob er seine Notlage selbst verschuldet hat oder nicht.

Durch staatliche Fiirsorgeleistungen soll dem Hilfsbediirftigen ein Leben ermdglicht werden, das
der Wiirde des Menschen entspricht. Finanzierung und Verteilung der Sozialhilfe sind ein
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Beispiel dafiir, dass das Gerechtigkeitsproblem immer wieder neu gelost werden muss. Die not-
wendigen Aufwendungen fiir die Sozialhilfe werden aus staatlichen Mitteln bestritten, zu denen
der einzelne Steuerzahler nach MafBgabe seiner individuellen Leistungsfdhigkeit beitrdgt. Die
Verteilung der Sozialhilfe erfolgt dagegen ausschlieBlich aufgrund personlicher Bediirftigkeit.

Ne 6

Richterliche Unabhéngigkeit

Die Grundvoraussetzung rechtsstaatlicher Rechtsprechung liegt in der Unabhingigkeit der
Gerichte von den iibrigen Zweigen der Staatsgewalt Die Verfassung der BRD triagt dieser
Voraussetzung dadurch Rechnung, dass sie die Aufgabe der Rechtsprechung den Richtern anver-
traut und deren Unabhéngigkeit garantiert. Die richterliche Unabhéngigkeit hat zwei Seiten.

Der Richter ist sachlich unabhéngig. Er unterliegt bei der Wahrnehmung seiner Aufgaben keinen
Weisungen und ist allein dem Gesetz unterworfen. Der Richter ist aber auch personlich un-
abhingig. Er kann nicht abgesetzt und nicht gegen seinen Willen an ein anderes Gericht versetzt
werden. Beide Seiten der richterlichen Unabhéngigkeit dienen dem Ziel, eine unparteiische
Rechtsprechung zu ermoglichen.

Die Bindung der Richter an die Gesetze bedeutet zweierlei: Zum einen hat der Richter das mate-
rielle (inhaltliche) Recht auf den Streitfall anzuwenden, iiber den er eine Entscheidung trifft; zum
anderen hat sich der Richter an das formelle Recht, das Verfahrensrecht, zu halten, das seine
Tétigkeit steuern soll. Im Rechtsstaat ist die Einhaltung strenger Verfahrensvorschriften keine
bloe Formsache; sie ist vielmehr notwendig, weil die Entscheidung eines Gerichts die Geltung
des Rechts im Einzelfall erzwingt und damit den staatlichen Herrschaftsanspruch gegeniiber dem
Biirger letzt verbindlich zum Ausdruck bringt.

Ne 7

Das Biirgerliche Recht

Der Kern des Privatrechts ist das sogenannte Biirgerliche Recht, welches im umfangreichen Biir-
gerlichen Gesetzbuch niederlegt ist. Der Grundgedanke des Biirgerlichen Rechts ist die Vorstel-
lung, dass jedermann frei sein soll, seinen eigenen Lebensbereich selbst zu gestalten, dass er
dabei aber eingegangene Verpflichtungen und die Rechte anderer beachten muss. Dies kdnnen
wir uns am Beispiel der Vertragsfreiheit verdeutlichen. Beim Abschluss eines Vertrages geht es
um den Austausch von Giitern und Dienstleistungen, wobei ein jeder selbst entscheiden kann, ob
er die von dem anderen angebotenen Bedingungen annehmen will oder nicht. Ist ein Vertrag aber
einmal abgeschlossen, dann sind die Vertragspartner an ihre Vereinbarungen gebunden; jeder
kann vom anderen die Leistung, zu der sich dieser verpflichtet hat, verlangen und dieses Recht
notfalls mit Hilfe der Gerichte durchsetzen. Die Vorschriften des BGB sind fiir das rechtlich
geordnete Alltagsleben von zentraler Bedeutung.

Das BGB gliedert sich in fiinf Teile, so genannte ,,Biicher®. Das erste Buch, der Allgemeine Teil,
enthilt diejenigen Vorschriften, die fiir alle Regelungsbereiche des Biirgerlichen Rechts ge-
meinsam gelten. Dazu gehdren z.B. Vorschriften iiber das Zustandekommen eines Rechtsges-
chifts (etwa eines Vertrages) und Vorschriften dariiber, wer Rechtsgeschifte selbstandig und
wirksam abschlieBen kann.

Ne 8

Tatbestand und Rechtsfolge

Ihrer Aufgabe, Recht zu sprechen, kommen die Gerichte nach, indem sie die allgemeingiiltigen
Normen der Gesetze auf einen bestimmten Fall anwenden. Die Gesetze sehen vor, dal3 eine bes-
timmte Rechtsfolge eintreten soll, wenn ein bestimmter Tatbestand vorliegt: Wer einem anderen
eine fremde Sache wegnimmt, um sich diese rechtswidrig anzueignen (Tatbestand), soll wegen
Diebstahls bestraft werden (Rechtsfolge). Wer einem anderen einen Schaden zufiigt (Tat-
bestand), soll Schadenerstz leisten (Rechtsfolge). Die Gerichte sprechen die konkrete
Rechtsfolge im Hinblick auf einen bestimmten Tatbestand aus.

Im Idealfall ist also die Entscheidung eines konkreten Falles schon im Vorhinein durch die ge-
setzlichen Bestimmmungen genau festgelegt. Die Verwirklichung einer solchen Idealvorstellung
von Rechtsprechung hat jedoch Grenzen. Die Entscheidungen der Gerichte sind durch gesetzli-
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che Regelungen nicht vorprogrammiert. Trotz ihrer Bindung an die Gesetze verbleiben den
Gerichten erhebliche Spielrdume eigener Entscheidung, die sie ausfiillen miissen, um dem Recht
im Einzelfall Geltung zu verschaffen.

Im Rechtsstaat hat die Ausgestaltung der Rechtsprechung eine herausragende Bedeutung. Die
Wahrung des Rechts in allen rechtlich geordneten Lebensverhéltnissen setzt voraus, dass sich die
Rechtsprechung innerhalb geordneter Verfahren und nach festgelegten Regeln vollzieht.

Ne 9

Kldrung des Sachverhalts

Die Voraussetzung dafiir, dass in einem Gerichtsverfahren iiberhaupt Rechtsnormen angewendet
werden konnen, ist ein rechtlich bedeutsamer Sachverhalt. Das Gericht findet aber auch den
Sachverhalt nicht fertig vor. Das Problem, das der Richter zu entscheiden hat, wird ihm von
einem klagenden Biirger oder einer Instanz der 6ffentlichen Gewalt (z.B. dem Staatsanwalt im
Strafprozess) vorgelegt. Die Tatsachen, um die es geht, sind aber zwischen den Prozessbeteilig-
ten héufig strittig. Fiir die Kldrung des Sachverhalts kennt das gerichtliche Verfahren verschie-
dene Beweismittel (z.B. Zeugenvernehmung, Gutachten von Sachverstindigen), deren
Wiirdigung in der Verantwortung des Gerichts liegt.

Die Rolle, die der Richter bei der Aufklirung des Sachverhalts zu spielen hat, hingt im
Einzelnen vom Verfahrensgegenstand ab. Bedeutsame Unterschiede gibt es hier zwischen dem
Strafprozess (in dem der Staatsanwalt als Vertreter der Staatsgewalt einen Biirger wegen Ver-
letzung strafrechtlicher Normen anklagt) auf der einen Seite, und dem Zivilprozess (in dem sich
einzelne Biirger als Kldger und Beklagte gegeniiberstehen) auf der anderen Seite. Es lohnt sich,
auf diese Unterschiede einzugehen, weil sie noch einmal die jeweils verschiedenen Regelung-
sabsichten des 6ffentlichen Rechts und des Privatrechts verdeutlichen.

Die Gesetzesauslegung ist eine wichtige Aufgabe der Gerichte, weil die Sinnermittlung durch die
Auslegung der Gesetze geschieht.

Ne 10

Die wichtigsten Rechte und Pflichten der Bundesbiirger

Die meisten Rechte und Pflichten der deutschen Biirger entstehen bis zum 21. Lebensjahr.
Kinder unter 7 Jahren sind geschéftsunfdahig. Ab 6 besteht jedoch fiir sie die Schulpflicht (nach
den Landesschulgesetzen).

Kinder und Jugendliche zwischen 7 und 18 Jahren sind beschrinkt geschiftsfahig. Sie diirfen
Entscheidungen, die auch Verpflichtungen mit sich bringen, nur mit Zustimmung der gesetzli-
chen Vertreter treffen. Im Bereich der kleinen Ausgaben, die sie von ihrem Taschengeld bezah-
len, kdnnen von ihrem gesetzlichen Vertreter erméchtigt werden, einen Arbeitsvertrag zu schlie-
Ben.

Ab 16 ist in Ausnahmefillen Heirat moglich (Ehefdhigkeit). Vor einem Notar kann ein Testa-
ment errichtet werden (beschriankte Testierfahigkeit).

Ab 18 ist man voll geschéfts- und testierfahig. Gleichzeitig erwirbt man die Ehemiindigkeit, d.h.
man darf jeder Zeit eine Ehe abschlieen.

Kinder unter 7 Jahren sind fiir einen Schaden nicht verantwortlich.

Kinder tiber 7 sind fiir einen Schaden, den sie anrichten, nur dann verantwortlich, wenn sie dabei
die notige Einsicht hatten.

Ab 18 ist man fiir den angerichteten Schaden voll verantwortlich.

Ein Kind (bis einschlieBlich 13 Jahre) ist absolut strafunmiindig. Mdglich sind erzieherische
MafBnahmen durch Jugendbehorden und das Vormundschaftsgericht.

Ab 16 konnen die Gerichte verlangen, dass einen Aussage vor Gericht unter Eid gemacht wird
(Beginn der Eidesfahigkeit).

Ne 11 Ob Sie ein Fernsehgerit oder eine Tiite Milch, ein Paar Schuhe, ein Buch, eine Schachtel
Zigaretten oder ein Auto kaufen, in jedem Fall schlieBen Sie mit dem Héandler einen Kaufvertrag
(§ 433 BGB) ab. Natiirlich spielt sich in der Praxis das Zigarettengeschift ganz anders ab als der
Kauf eines Autos — rechtlich gesehen gibt es aber keinen Unterschied. In beiden Féllen wird ein
Kaufvertrag geschlossen.

Beim Erwerb eines neuen oder gebrauchten Wagens wird freilich normalerweise der Kauf durch
Unterschrift auf einer Vertragsurkunde besiegelt. Erforderlich ist die Schriftform allerdings
nicht, wenn man einmal von einigen Ausnahmen absieht. Gerade beim Kauf hochwertiger Kon-
sumgiiter wird— wie auch beim Abschluss von teuren Dienstleistungs- oder Werkvertrigen
(Auftrige an Handwerker) - die Schriftform bevorzugt. In diesem Fall entfallen spitere Beweis-
schwierigkeiten tiber einzelne vertragliche Regelungen.

Dass aus einem Kaufvertrag fiir jede Seite bestimmte Rechte und Pflichten entstehen, ist eine
Binsenweisheit. Der Verkaufer muss dem Kéaufer die Ware iibereignen, der Kaufer ist anderer-
seits verpflichtet, den vertraglich vereinbarten Kaufpreis zu zahlen. Probleme kann es aber ge-
ben, wenn diese Verpflichtungen nicht termingemif erfiillt werden.

Was ist aber zu tun, wenn der Kédufer nicht zahlt, und der Héndler die Ware nicht liefert?

Ne 12 RegelmiBig gehort jeder Mensch einer Reihe von Gemeinschaften an (z.B. Familie, Ge-
meinde, Staat), deren Mitglieder mehr oder weniger aufeinander angewiesen sind. Die vielfalti-
gen zwischenmenschlichen Beziehungen machen ,, sozial Spielregeln " erforderlich, nach denen
der einzelne sein Verhalten einrichten soll und deren Einhaltung er auch von anderen erwarten
kann. Diese Ordnungsfunktion des menschlichen Zusammenlebens in allen seinen Bereichen
iibernimmt das Recht (neben den tiblichen sozialen Normen wie Brauch, Sitte und Moral).

Schon die Umgangssprache versteht dem Recht solche Regeln, die fiir das menschliche Verhal-
ten in der Gesellschaft verbindlich sind. Dabei wird der Begriff ,,Recht" in zweifacher Hinsicht
angewandt. Als Recht im objektiven Sinn (objektives Recht) bezeichnet man die Rechtsordnung,
d.h. die Gesamtheit der Rechtsvorschriften, als Recht, im subjektiven Sinn (subjektives Recht)
dagegen die Rechtsbefugnis, d.h. die Anspriiche, die sich fiir der einzelnen aus dem objektiven
Recht ergeben (zu den letzteren gehoren z.B. die biirgerlichen Grundrechte).

Die rechtlichen Regeln zielen sich also darauf, ein bestimmtes Verhalten anzuordnen oder zu
verbieten: Man soll nicht stehlen, die Vorschriften fiir den StraBenverkehr beachten oder den
vereinbarten Preis fiir die gekaufte Ware entrichten. Damit bringen rechtliche Regeln einerseits
zum Ausdruck, dass menschliches Verhalten einer bestimmten RegelméaBigkeit folgt.

Ne 13 Der Bereich des Rechts ist das soziale Zusammenleben der Menschen, Aufgabe des Rechts
ist dessen Ordnung. Die Ordnungsfunktion des Rechts betrifft deshalb alle sozialen Bereiche,
jede Tatigkeit des Menschen, die fiir seine soziale Umwelt von Bedeutung ist oder sein konnte.
So verzweigt wie das soziale Zusammenleben ist das dieses Zusammenleben ordnende Recht. Es
gibt zehntausende von Gesetzen und hunderttausende von Rechtsvorschriften, aber auch sie re-
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geln nicht alle Probleme des menschlichen Zusammenlebens. Immer wieder gibt es Rechtsfra-
gen, die keine gesetzliche Regelung erfahren haben und bei denen der Jurist selbst rechtsschop-
ferisch téitig werden muss, neue Normen finden muss, nach dem Muster und nach dem System
der vorhandenen Rechtsnormen.

Die beiden Hauptzweige des Rechts sind die des Privatrechts und des 6ffentlichen Rechts. Dieser
Einteilung des Gesamtrechts, die bereits im Romischen Recht entwickelt worden ist, liegt heute
die Differenzierung nach den sich gegeniiberstehenden Rechtssubjekten zugrunde. Um o6ffentli-
chen Recht handelt es sich dort, wo Rechtsbeziehungen zwischen iibergeordneten Rechtssubjek-
ten zu untergeordneten Rechtssubjekten; um Privatrecht, wo Beziehungen zwischen gleichrangi-
gen Rechtssubjekten bestehen. Diese Abgrenzung trifft freilich nicht immer zu. So gibt es z.B.
im Eltern-Kind-Verhiltnis eine gewisse Uber- und Unterordnung; das Familienrecht gehért doch
zum Privatrecht.

Ne 14 Das Wort «Recht» 10st beim Durchschnittsbiirger oft Unbehagen aus. Er verbindet damit
die Vorstellung von einer ihm fremden, ja bedrohlichen Macht. Fiir dieses Unbehagen gibt es
Griinde. Das Recht begegnet dem Biirger als eine wenig durchschaubare und schwerverstiandli-
che Fiille von Vorschriften, mit denen er ohne Hilfe kaum zurechtkommt. Im Alltag erféhrt er
das Recht zumeist in Gestalt von Verboten, die seine Handlungsfahigkeit einschrénken.

Jeden Tag nimmt der Biirger eine Menge rechtserheblicher Handlungen vor und kommt damit
mehrmals wenn auch nicht in Konflikt, so jedenfalls doch in Kontakt mit dem Gesetz. Ange-
nommen, Sie haben in der Eile auf dem Weg zur Arbeit die Fahrbahn iiberquert, ohne sich viel
umzusehen, und dadurch die Sicherheit des Stralenverkehrs beeintrdchtigt. Auch wenn Sie da-
von nichts ahnen, so haben Sie doch eindeutig eine Gesetzesverletzung begangen.

Das Recht begegnet uns in allen Lebenslagen. Wissen Sie zum Beispiel, was Sie getan haben, als
Sie im Supermarkt Ihre Brotchen und die Friihstiicksmilch in den Korb legten und damit zur
Kasse gingen? Sie haben einen Kaufvertrag abgeschlossen. Beim Kauf im Einzelhandel ist mit
der Ubergabe der Ware die Rechtsfolge verbunden, dass Thnen das Eigentum an Milch und Bréot-
chen tiibertragen wird. Mit dem Abschluss des Kaufvertrages sind fiir Sie und fiir den Verkaufer
bestimmte Rechte und Pflichten entstanden.

Ne 15 Das Untersuchungsexperiment

Das Untersuchungsexperiment ist eine selbstidndige Untersuchungshandlung, mit der auf expe-
rimentellem Wege Beweise, bestimmte Ereignisse, Aussagen und Versionen tiberpriift und neues
Tatsachenmaterial gesammelt werden. Sie besteht darin, dass der Tatablauf oder einzelne Details
experimentell mit verschiedenen Variationen erprobt werden. Das Untersuchungsexperiment ist
nicht mit der Rekonstruktion gleichzusetzen. Wéhrend das Untersuchungsexperiment eine Un-
tersuchungshandlung mit experimentellem Charakter ist, handelt es sich bei der Rekonstruktion
um die Wiederherstellung oder Nachbildung bestimmter Bedingungen. Die Rekonstruktion kann
ein vorbereitender Bestandteil des Untersuchungsexperimentes sein.

Je nach dem Ziel, das mit dem Untersuchungsexperiment verfolgt wird, kann man im Wesentli-
chen Experimente unterscheiden zur Feststellung a) der Existenz (oder Nichtexistenz) bestimm-
ter Erscheinungen oder des Ablaufs oder der Details eines Ereignisses; b) ob es moglich (oder
unmoglich) ist, den zu untersuchenden Fakt oder die Erscheinung unter den angegebenen Bedin-
gungen zu beobachten oder wahrzunehmen; ¢) ob es moglich (oder unmoglich) ist, dass die rele-
vante Handlung an einem bestimmten Ort zu einer bestimmten Zeit und von einer bestimmten
Person ausgefiihrt wurde usw.

Ne 1 Strafrecht
Auch das Strafrecht gehort zum 6ffentlichen Recht. Seine besondere Bedeutung erfordert jedoch
eine etwas genauere Betrachtung. Es ist die Aufgabe des Strafrechts, wichtige Rechtsgiiter, die
fir das friedliche Zusammenleben der Menschen unentbehrlich sind, besonders zu schiitzen.
Dieser Schutz soll dadurch gewéhrleistet werden, dass fiir bestimmte Handlungen oder Verhal-
tensweisen (Straftaten), durch welche solche Rechtsgiiter geschidigt werden, Strafen angedroht
und gegebenenfalls auch verhdngt werden.
Die staatliche Strafe ist immer ein schwerwiegender Eingriff in die Freiheit desjenigen, den sie
betrifft. Im Rechtsstaat, der ja Eingriffe der Staatsgewalt in die Freiheit des einzelnen begrenzen
soll, kann deshalb nicht jedes beliebige schutzwiirdige Interesse durch strafrechtliche Normen
geschiitzt werden. Nicht fiir jede beliebige Storung des gesellschaftlichen Zusammenlebens kann
die staatliche Rechtsordnung eine Strafe androhen. Historisch gesehen hat das staatliche Straf-
recht die private Rache abgeldst.
Ne 2 Das rechtsstaatliche Strafrecht orientiert sich deshalb an der besonderen Sozialschéddlichkeit
eines Verhaltens oder einer Handlung. Es verlangt aulerdem, dass die Bedeutung eines straf-
rechtlich geschiitzten Rechtsgutes und die im Falle seiner Verletzung verhdngte Strafe in einem
angemessenen Verhiltnis zueinander stehen, und dass die Voraussetzungen fiir die Androhung
und Verhingung einer Strafe genau bestimmt sind. Ohne Ubertreibung kann man sagen, dass die
Ausgestaltung des Strafrechts ein Priifstein der Rechtsstaatlichkeit ist. Das Grundgesetz sichert
die rechtsstaatlichen Grundsitze des Strafrechts durch eine Reihe von Bestimmungen.
Es gebietet (Art. 103 Abs. 2), dass eine Tat nur dann bestraft werden darf, wenn die Strafbarkeit
vor Begehung der Tat gesetzlich geregelt war. Diese Vorschrift enthdlt zwei wichtige Forderun-
gen. Erstens muss im Voraus so genau wie moglich feststehen, welche Handlungen oder Verhal-
tensweisen mit Strafe bedroht sind. Und zweitens muss auch die Strafandrohung selbst (Art und
Hohe der Strafe) bereits zum Zeitpunkt der Straftat gesetzlich bestimmt sein.
Ne 3 Privatrecht
Das Privatrecht ordnet die Beziehungen der einzelnen Menschen und der gesellschaftlichen
Gruppen zueinander. Die Gesellschaft besteht aus vielféltigen sozialen und wirtschaftlichen Be-
ziehungen zwischen den einzelnen oder Gruppen von einzelnen. In diesen Beziehungen stehen
sich haufig gegensitzliche Wiinsche oder Interessen gegeniiber. Es ergibt sich die Frage, was
eine Person, einer anderen gegeniiber tun darf oder von ihr verlangen kann. Was soll zum Bei-
spiel geschehen, wenn der Kdufer nach der Bezahlung einer gekauften Ware feststellt, dass diese
fehlerhaft war, der Verkaufer aber behauptet, er habe die Ware in fehlerfreiem Zustand abgege-
ben? Hiufig werden Vertrage abgeschlossen, durch die die beteiligten Personen ihre jeweiligen
Interessen zum Ausgleich bringen wollen. Was aber soll geschehen, wenn es iiber den Inhalt sol-
cher Vereinbarungen zwischen den Vertragspartnern zu Meinungsverschiedenheiten kommt?
Die Antwort auf solche Fragen findet sich in den Regelungen des Privatrechts. Es bestimmt all-
gemein gesagt, die rechtlichen Positionen, die fiir das Verhiltnis der Biirger untereinander maf-
geblich sein sollen. Es weist ihnen Berechtigungen zu und legt ihnen Verpflichtungen auf. Es
regelt, nach welchen rechtlichen Grundsétzen Interessenkonflikte gelost werden sollen.
Ne 4 Das hochste gesetzgebende Organ der BRD ist der Bundestag. Er zéhlt 656 Abgeordnete,
die auf 4 Jahre gewéhlt werden. Der Bundestag beschlieft Gesetze, wéhlt den Bundeskanzler
(und mittelbar durch ihn die Regierung), das Bundesverfassungsgericht und kontrolliert die 6f-
fentliche Verwaltung. Die Wahlen zum Bundestag erfolgen nach einem modifizierten Verhalt-
niswahlrecht. Wahlberechtigt sind die Biirger iiber 18 Jahre, fiir die Wahlbarkeit ist ein Mindest-
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alter von 21 Jahren vorgeschrieben. Die Parteien, die weniger als 5% der abgegebenen Stimmen
auf sich vereinen, erhalten keinen Sitz im Bundestag.

Der Bundesrat setzt sich aus Mitgliedern der Landerregierungen zusammen. Durch den Bundes-
rat wirken die Lander an der Gesetzgebung des Bundes mit. Der Prisident des Bundesrates wird
jéhrlich gewdhlt und ist in der Regel der Ministerpréisident eines Landes. Die Bundesversamm-
lung wéhlt auf die Dauer von 5 Jahren den Bundesprésidenten. Der Bundesprésident ernennt und
entlasst auf Vorschlag des Bundeskanzlers die Minister. Die Bundesregierung besteht aus dem
Bundeskanzler und den Bundesministern.

Ne 5 Politische Parteien

Die Sozialdemokratische Partei Deutschlands (SPD) ist ihrer Mitgliederzahl nach die grof3te Par-
tei Deutschlands, sie zahlt circa 800 000 Mitglieder. Die Parteimitglieder sind zu 52% Arbeiter
und zu 16% Angestellten, weiterhin Angehorige freier Berufe oder anderer Schichten.

Die Partei der Griinen tritt hauptsdchlich fiir Umweltschutz und Frieden ein. Im Bundestag sind
heute sechs Parteien vertreten: die SPD, die Christlich-Soziale Union Deutschlands (CSU), die
Christlich-Demokratische Union Deutschlands (CDU), die Freie Demokratische Partei (FDP),
die Griinen und die Partei des Demokratischen Sozialismus (PDS). Im Bundestag bilden die
CDU und CSU eine gemeinsame Fraktion. Bei allen Wahlen beweist die Bevolkerung ein star-
kes politisches Interesse. Bei der letzten Bundestagswahl betrug die Wahlbeteiligung 84,3%. Die
Bundesflagge ist schwarz-rot-gelb.

Die BRD steht nach den USA an zweiter Stelle im Welthandel. Die AuBlenwirtschaft spielt eine
entscheidende Rolle im Wirtschaftsleben der BRD. An der Spitze der Ausfuhrgiiter der BRD
stehen Kraftfahrzeuge, Maschinen aller Art, chemische und elektrotechnische Erzeugnisse.
